Drove  25 mi les today  

We pul led out th is morning about 6:30 .  It’s another 

nice cool  morning.  The wind is s l ight ly blowing and 

i t’s just great out here.  The only drawback is that it 

is a l i t t le lonely.   The elevat ion at  Yeso was 4770 

feet and according to the internet Vaughn is 5978 so i t  

we cont inue to steadi ly c l imb up.  I t  looks relat ively 

flat, but it’s just gentle rolling terrain.

A t ruck dr iver just  stopped & chatted with me a few 

minutes .   He said that  he  saw me in Lubbock ,  TX.  That 

was fun talk ing wi th him and tel l ing him some of what 

had happened to me since then.   

The wind blows out here al l  the t ime.  There are no 

trees to speak of  to block the wind.
