Today was just  l ike yesterday except the hi l ls  are 

def in i te ly gett ing steeper.

The wind is st i l l  k icking up .  Itôs bad because we are 

driving right into it.  Iôm giving the mules a break 

about f ive mi les f rom Vaughn.  They sure are gett ing 

better at  working together.   They sure have come a long 

way since I  lef t  Henry ,  TN.   

There was a steep pul l  r ight  before Highway 54 and 285 .  

With the wind blowing up to 40 or 50 mi les per hour and 

dr iv ing into i t  the mules are working harder than ever,  

but  they are doing real ly good.  We are a long side the 

road taking another break.  Depending upon the terrain,  

Iôll be giving them more breaks than usual.  Taking 

care of  them is the only way this t r ip i s possible!
